Dr. Clemmons received a DVM from Washington State University,
aswellas a PhD inveterinary science (emphasis in neurophysiology
and clinical neurology).

presented later in the class. A variety of acupuncture techniques
are taught, including electro-acupuncture, aqua-acupuncture,
moxibustion, etc. in addition to conventional "dry" needling. In

acupoint labs, students learn acupuncture points on live dogs.

The course is presented in 2 online Segment and 3 hybrid Segment.
Each hybrid session includes two segments: online & on-site.
Online segments are comprised of lectures and case demos that
students can stream at their own convenience. On-site segments
give students the opportunity to learn acupuncture points on
live animals in small acupoint lab groups of four to six students

per instructor. The on-site segment of this course is located in

Adelaide, South Australia.
